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Cruising With a Land Yacht

After years on the water Jim and I bought an R.V. to
see the country by land. Somehow we got wind of a
Habitat for Humanity organization called the R.V.Care-A
-Vanners, These are folks who like RV’ing but want to
stay active and make a difference.

So in 2003 we began our annual summer trips to in-
clude a build. The group is usually composed of about 8
rigs and the stay is two weeks. We know no one at the
beginning, but after working, playing, and sharing we
leave with a host of new dear friends.

I had no construction experience except for hanging pic-
tures in my ballet studio. Others were quick to give me a
knowledgeable hand. My resume now includes wrapping
houses in Tyvek, laying sub floor, cutting boards to
length on the chop saw, build door and window headers,
waterproofed door and window frames, installed win-
dows, painted, varnished, siding installation, and hurri-
cane straps. Jim has done it all and even instructed a
young teenager who was afraid of heights in the art of
laying roof shingles. The groups vary in ages from 16 to
85. They come from all walks of life and all parts of the
U.S. and Canada. We have built three times in Luding-
ton, Mi., once in Iron Mt., MI., Hinckley, MN, Alpena,
Mi., and Hutchinson, MN. And last year in Sheridan,
Wyoming. The recipients of the homes work right along
with us Putting in “sweat equity” as down payment on
their interest free loan. In turn they become owners of a
new affordable house whose only cost to them is the ma-
terial.

During the build we are guests of the local Habitat af-
filiate chapter. They are great hosts and welcome us with
picnics, lunches and special local events. While in
Hinckley, MN. we were treated to a cruise on Mille Lac,
a glacial lake. I was happy to be back on the water. The
boat was an adequate fishing barge with a skipper more
like “Captain Ron” than our skilled USPS mates. The
lake gets 12 to 36 inches of ice in the winter allowing
trucks and those quaint ice houses to make a real city on
the lake. After our Hinckley build we crossed Lake
Michigan at mid-night on the S.S. Badger, the last coal
fired Great Lakes Ferry. The crossing was perfect, full
moon and calm glassy water. We boarded in Manitowoc,
Wig. And arrived in Ludington in the early morning in
time to have breakfast with old Habitat friends we had
worked with in Ludington.

We have many notes of thanks from the recipi-
ents of the homes. They are a varied group: single
mothers with several children, one legally blind
mother, young couples, and women with disabled
relatives---all so grateful for a new chance in life.
When we begin the build at 8 in the morning we
gather in a circle for a short devotion. At the end we
clasp hands and say together “Habitat is not a hand
out, it is a hand up” at which point we all raise our
hands.
