Summer Vacation -2010

We (Tom and MJ) started in Venice. It was won-
derful and we loved no cars -- only boats (and your
feet). From what we have heard from others, visiting
early in the season is essential to avoid the heat and
accompanying odors. We weren't sure we'd make it
from the airport to the city on their waterbus. It defi-
nitely needed John Nelson and his engine maintenance
graduates.

Then we were on to Florence by rail for art and
sculpture. Tom was extremely impressed by Michel-
angelo's David. He said because of the disproportion-
ate hands for viewing from the distance (it was origi-
nally outside and now moved inside). [ think it was
one fine specimen made from a single piece of inferior
marble. We then viewed more paintings of the
Madonna and Child at the Uffizi than we ever knew
existed.

We saw many beautiful, opulent churches. The
pope had the power to commission an artist for what-
ever he desired. Michelangelo was a sculptor but
Pope Julius II wanted him to paint the ceiling of the
Sistine Chapel which is outstanding. Many others
thought so as well as the chapel was completely
packed. The Vatican Museums contain an immense
collection including the four Raphael rooms. We
spent about six hours in the museums and St. Peter's
Basilica and still didn't see it all. We were fortunate to
obtain tickets for the excavation tour under St. Peter's
Basilica where he was buried. "And I say also unto
thee, that thou are Peter and upon this rock I will build
my church...." (Matthew 16:18). The Coliseum, Ro-
man Forum, and Palatine Hill were fascinating. It
was interesting to learn that any excavation in Rome
will almost always reveal a ruin or relic and some-
times the focus has shifted to preservation and not fur-
ther discovery.

The trains worked well for us but now we shifted to
auto touring to visit the countryside and medieval hill-
top towns. Tom was like a goat driving that little Fiat
over mountains and through narrow streets. It was all
wonderful. We did enjoy finding the little monastery
that developed where St. Francis prayed -- one of the
few times the GPS was not extremely helpful. The
GPS, along with wine, and we did wonderfully. We
enjoyed the different foods as well -- the porchetta

(pork) sandwich, the cheeses, the various pastas, and
gelato. An unusual experience was seeing four wild
boar piglets just off in the woods.

Finally, we ended by sea -- the Mediterranean Sea
and the Cinque Terre, a World Heritage site for its ter-
races of dry stone walls built by hardworking indi-
viduals intent on utilizing the mountainous land. The
vineyards created produce some of the best white wine
we have tasted. Small cog trains similar to the trams
some of you have to reach the lake help today's farm-
ers reach the vineyards and olive trees.

If you ever visit some of these sites, make sure to go
online to obtain all of your tickets and tours ahead of
time to avoid the lines. It was worth all of the plan-
ning as we learned in our cruise class!
