1 cup half & half
corn starch
Optional: Can of cream of chicken soup
On low heat: Sauté onion & celery till tender;
Add broccoli till tender.
Add broth, When warm, add cheese.
When cheese is melted, add half & half.
Thicken as desired with corn starch and/or
canned soup.
