USPS Sail Course
Begins 27 August-1830

Sail 2009, replacing Sail
101/102, is a complete sail
course beginning with basic
boat designs, rigging and
sail processes for the non-sailor. The course proceeds
into the physical aspects of sailing, sail applications,
marlinespike, helmsmanship, and handling of more dif-
ficult sailing conditions, navigation rules, and an intro-
duction to heavy weather sailing. An additional benefit
is on the water practice by Beaver Lake Squadron sail-
ing instructors. The course is expected to last 6-8 wks.
The Sailing class is scheduled to begin on Friday,
August 27 at 1830. Instructors are P/C John Nelson
and Len Oswald. The class will be held at the home of
P/C Julian Rolandelli and P/C Elsie Rolandelli. Their
home is located on Beaver Lake and the address is 26
Bracebridge Rd. The cost of the class for USPS mem-
bers is $40 and the cost for non-member, which in-
cludes membership in the Power Squadron, is $130 for
a single or $160 for two or more from the same family
living at the same address and using one manual. Please
make your reservations by 15 August.
